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FOOTBALL LETTING AGREEMENT

CONDITIONS OF USE.

1.
Allocation of Pitches

The game will only be carried out if the team is on a fixture list provided by the Football Letting Officer 

The allocation of a football pitch to a club or league by the Council 
does not 

entitle the club or league to use the facilities outside of the allocated dates of 
matches.  Mid-week games are not permitted unless official authorisation has
been obtained from the Council.


No club or league shall be permitted to practice games or training session


without an official booking confirmation and the appropriate fee

paid.  No games training or coaching will be permitted to take place unless 

pre-booked in advance. 

Any club or league found to be in contravention of any of the above will                                                                                 

receive notice from the Council to cease such use.

Failure to comply with this request will result in removal of the allocated pitch and all Sandwell Pitches.

2.
Conditions of Hire

Cars of players and officials are to be driven safely within the allocated venue and they should be parked in a sequential order on the car park provided and they should give due consideration to the Emergency Vehicle access and Neighbours.
If parking on adjacent public roads this should not adversely affect other residents.

Where no official parking is, available vehicles must only be parked on hard standing

footpaths and not on any grassed area unless directed to do so by a league official or relevant SMBC member of staff.
All dressing rooms are classed as public places and as such, smoking shall not be permitted either within the building or within 15 meters radius from the entrance to the building.
All Players must remove their football boots before entering the building

No kicking of footballs shall be permitted within changing facilities.

Failure to cancel your booking within 24 hours from the day of play, the cancellation charge will apply which is at a non-discounted rate. The existence of a pattern failure may result in further action to be taken. 
3.
Fees


All charges will be made in accordance with the Councils agreed scale of 


Fees and Charges, which will be available upon request.  All fees and 

           charges will be reviewed annually
.

Football Letting Officer will send confirmation of your booking and this will be sent to the League or Club Secretary.


No refunds will be made for teams playing less than their allocated 10
           homes matches.
4.
Sub-Lettings

Sub lettings of any facility is not permitted.  
Failure to comply with this restriction may result in the relevant team being removed from using Council facilities.
5.
Cancellations

The Council reserves the right to cancel, postpone or delay kick off to any match.  Reasons may include the following
· Civic Function or event

· Damage caused to playing surface or facilities how so ever caused.

· Adverse weather conditions

· Forecasted weather conditions

Occasionally the Council may delegate the decision to play or cancel a


match to the match officials.

The Council has the discretion until Friday of every week to cancel matches for the weekend of that week.
6.
Access to site

Teams to vacate site ASAP after match completed. 
Littering

All teams are reminded it is their responsibility to ensure all litter, drinks, bottles etc are removed from the field of play and perimeter. Failure to do so could lead to teams being excluded from hiring the pitch.

The dressing accommodation will be open for 30 minutes before the


commencement of a match and must be vacated ASAP after the


conclusion of the game.  The premises must be left in a clean and tidy

condition and teams are asked to consider other users of these facilities.

Access to dressing rooms during the duration of a match must only be


undertaken when accompanied by an attendant or Council officer.

Attendees players or officials bring all personal belongings to the activity at their own risk. Sandwell Metropolitan Borough Council accepts no liability for loss or damage to such property in dressing room or any other building or part of the building. 
7.
Pitch Equipment


Marking of pitches will be carried out by the Council in accordance with

fixtures provided by league or club. NB. Bookings taken will be one week in advance.  Failure to comply will result in game 
not being accommodated.


The Council cannot guarantee line quality in periods of adverse weather.


Teams are not allowed to leave corner flags and nets at venue.

8.
Insurance

All clubs must obtain and may be required to produce to the Council


upon application, a policy of insurance in respect of third party liability


in a sum of £5,000,000 and, in any event the club shall indemnify the


Council and its officers and Employees against any claims which may be 


made against them in respect of the use of any or all of the facilities 


during the period of hire.  
Any club found not to have taken out a policy of insurance will not be allowed to continue their games until proof of insurance has been shown to the Council.

All matches should be organised and played with due regard for the


safety and well being of other park users.

9.

The Council sets out the commencement and end time for use of the pitches.

No extension shall be permitted outside the scheduled times unless the League Officers request and prove that there are reasonable grounds to do so. In such circumstances a written permission shall be provided by Sandwell Metropolitan Borough Council.
10.
Fixtures


The hirer will provide a list of fixtures monthly in advance (latest date of 

           submission 15th of each month).  Failure to do so may result in pitches

           which have not had the adequate preparation, line markings carried out 

           or opened for changing where applicable.


The Council will accept no casual or late bookings without at least


1 week’s notice and payment being made in advance.

The Council will also be implementing on a online booking system. All clubs will need to adhere to this once this is launched.

11.
Behaviour


No disorderly conduct shall be allowed in the parks and all parts of


the premises shall be free and open to the access and attendance of


the Councils authorised officials on duty, who shall have full powers 


to enforce the observance of these conditions and regulations as well


as for the preservation of peace and good order.

The Council do not permit the sale or supply of alcoholic liquors in the


Parks and the Hirer/s shall take all necessary steps to observe and 

           secure the observance of this condition.

The club shall pay to the Council the cost of repairing any damage to the 
property of the Council arising directly or indirectly out of the contract or


any unauthorised use.

It is not acceptable for a Team to utilise social media to criticise council decision of playability of pitches.  If teams are caught doing so this will result in teams being asked to find alternative pitches.

Damage Reporting

All clubs will report all defects/damage to the attendants or via email to football_fixtures@sandwell.gov.uk
Any complaint of the service directly to their leagues in the first instance by phone before midday on Monday, this should then be supported via e-mail giving the following details:  Name of Club, Nature of complaint; Time of Incident, addressed to the League Secretary within three working days.

If changing room is being utilised, any damage to be highlighted to Attendant or via email to football_fixtures@sandwell.gov.uk.
